Every two years, Alaska athletes have an opportunity to participate in the Arctic Winter Games.
We are thrilled to announce that the 2026 Arctic Winter Games will take place March 8–15 in Whitehorse, Yukon Territories. The Alpine Skiing events will be held at Mt. Sima, featuring four disciplines:
· Slalom
· Giant Slalom (GS)
· Parallel Slalom
· Ski Cross (new to this year’s Games!)

Alaska Alpine Team Selection Process
The 2026 Alaska Alpine Team will be selected through an application process. 

Important Eligibility Note:
In keeping with the tradition of past elections, athletes may only compete in one of the following championship events:
· Western Region Championships
· Tri-Divisional Championships
· Arctic Winter Games
If you apply for and are selected for the Arctic Winter Games Alpine Team, you will not be eligible to compete in the Western Region or Tri-Divisional Championships, even if you qualify for those events.
Selection Criteria
Athletes will be selected by the AWG Team Alaska Alpine Coaches, in collaboration with the Team Alaska Mission Staff and Chef de Mission, based on the following criteria:
· Alpine racing experience and past results
· Coach recommendations
· Skills evaluation (video or live performance)
· Demonstrated interest in being part of Team Alaska for the 2026 AWG

Currently, Team Alaska is expected to bring eight alpine athletes:
· 2 U14 Males
· 2 U14 Females
· 2 U16 Males
· 2 U16 Females
There is a possibility of expanding the team to 12 athletes.
Important: All athletes selected for the team must have a valid passport in order to attend the Games.
